For individuals or organizations that wish to return large volumes of
electronics at one time, you will be permitted to drop off the units by

appointment only.

All bulk returns will need to be scheduled based on the capacity of
the Depot to properly collect the electronics, so please be patient
when booking an appointment. Please be ready to tell the Depot the
types and approximate quantities of electronics you will be returning.
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For Small Bulk Returns:
Customers will be able to drop off the electronics when an
appointment has been scheduled with the Depot.

For Large Bulk Returns:
Customers may be provided with plastic bins, pallets and stretch

wrap from the Depot to package the materials for an expedited return.

Electronics will need to be sorted into display units (televisions and
monitors) and palletized and stretch wrapped, and all other approved
electronics can be placed into cardboard gaylords. All bins and
pallets accumulated can then be returned to the Depot during a
scheduled appointment.

A Packed in Cardboard Gaylords

Here are some simple rules for packing products in the cardboard gaylords.

Open the gaylord by facing the bottom of the gaylord (the side with the
flaps) upwards. Fold all flaps inwards and secure them on the sides
with the round holes and corresponding inserts. Flip the gaylord

Gently place all collected electronics into the tubskid, one at a time.
DO NOT drop, toss, or throw electronics into a tubskid.

Place larger, heavier units into the bottom of the tubskid whenever
possible and save small, more compact units (such as mice and
keyboards) for placement between or on top of the larger pieces.

When a tubskid is empty or only slightly filled, use the fold-down doors
to place electronics into the bottom of the tubskid without placing
excess stress on your lower back or breaking units.

Keep both doors folded down until a solid layer of electronics lines the
bottom of the tubskid. Once you have filled the tubskid up to the level
of the door, securely fasten the doors into the fixed wall position.

Store units with glass panels (i.e. scanners) right side up to make sure
that screens are not broken. Do not place heavy objects directly on
top of the glass panels on these units.

When a tubskid is full, make sure the contents are packed tightly so
that units shift as little as possible during transport.

A tubskid is considered full when the electronics in the tubskid are level
or slightly under the upper rim of the tubskid. Make sure that
electronics do not peak over the top ledge of the tubskid.



A Shipped on Pallets

Monitors and televisions must be stored correctly to make sure that the units are
not broken, which would cause a significant workplace hazard. There are many
ways in which a pallet of monitors and televisions can be packaged. A lot of how
you will arrange the units on the pallet is dependent on the size of the units you
collect.

If possible, attempt to gather the units into similar sized groupings to create
consistent layers of units. Large televisions (included those encased inside a
wooden cabinet) should be placed at the bottom of the pallet so they do not
damage any smaller units.

The following is the recommended method for creating a pallet with monitors and
medium to small sized televisions:

1. Secure the plastic wrap onto
the corner of the pallet.

2. Begin placing units on the
pallet on their sides _ with the
Sc reens facing out




Continue stacking the
electronics in the same
direction until a single layer is
complete.

You should be able to fit six
monitors or small TVs on a
layer.

Secure this first layer of
electronics with a layer of
shrink wrap before electronics
are added on top.

Start the second layer
electronics again on their
sides, but this time with their
screens facing in so that
they are facing each other.

Electronics should be placed
on the pallet in twos from this
point on.

Once the second layer is
complete with six more
electronics, secure it with
another layer of shrink wrap.




7. Complete another layer of
electronics, this time with the

screens facing out

8. Create a third layer, this time
with the screens facing in

Secure this layer with another
layer of shrink wrap.

9. Continue wrapping the
electronics in shrink wrap until
the electronics are fully
secured onto the pallet.

In total, half a roll of shrink
wrap should be used to secure
the entire pallet.

IMPORTANT

Pallets should not exceed 6 feet In
height.
